" When we love our brothers we experience what the Bible calls "abiding in the light" (1
- John 2:10). That is, we feel an inward joy, satisfaction, and brightness; we feel that God is
- so happy and we also are happy. However, when we become angry with our brothers or
even begin to hate them we experiénce being in darkness (1 John 2:11) and feel heavy,
bitter, angry, and depressed. We can get out of darkness by confessing anything wrong in
our heart (1 John 1:9) and loving our brothers again. o :
