INTRODUCTION

As there are several different passages or stories concerning the New Testament
characters in each lesson it is probably not possible to adequatcly cover each one in one
short class time. The preferable method would be for the children’s parents to spend some
time with their children during the week reading the passages together with their children
and explaining the meaning to them. Then the class time could be more profitably used for
reviewing, highlighting the main points, and sharing corporately. : oo
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
